Osaki Hachimangu Shrine

The main hall, connecting path, and
worship hall were built by Date
Masamune in 1607, when Sendai Castle
was established, by top craftsmen of the
time. The style of the building is
Gongen-zukuri, which is the same as Nikko Toshogu Shrine. In
1952, the shrine was designated as a National Treasure for being
the oldest building in Gongen-zukuri style. The Matsutaki-matsuri
festival, which is held on Jan. 14 every year, is famous.

Masamune, the founder of the Sendai
domain, is a gorgeous mausoleum
building that conveys the relics of
Momoyama culture. In addition to
Kansenden, the mausoleum of 2nd feudal lord Tadamune, and
Zennoden, the mausoleum of 3rd feudal lord Tsunamune,
there is also a museum that displays burial items.
